Part 2: “Describe the type
of internship that is a good fit for your skills, interests and experiences, and why you are qualified for such
a placement. Please be as specific as possible.”

(3 2-4 Samples of Journalistic Writing: 2-4 articles/work scanned onto 8 Y2 x 11 sized paper should be
uploaded into the online application system. Files that are too big may be sent via email to
admissions@tfas.org. Published news articles are strongly preferred, but assignments from a journalism
class will be accepted.

O Economics Pre-requisite: Indicate an economics course taken or planned to be taken before the start of
the program that will satisfy the pre-requisite. (May be waived with program staff permission — contact

admissions@tfas.org for waiver information)
